The following are some of the ways in which we endeavour to encourage good behaviour: -

· Children are led through various exercises, which are intended to enhance their own sense of dignity and goodness. Children are continually taught to have consideration for others. Our Religion Programme is an essential source of reference in this process.

· Parents are made aware of their children’s good or bad behaviour. Parents play a crucial role in shaping the attitudes, which produce good behaviour in school. Parents are urged to appreciate the need to provide their children with firm guidance, and to avail of every opportunity of contact with the teaching staff.

In their ‘Suggested Code of Behaviour and Discipline for National Schools’, the Official Board of Management Handbook suggests that misbehaviours be categorised under three headings.

· Minor Misbehaviour

· Serious Misbehaviour

· Gross Misbehaviour

 There is an appropriate discipline suggested for each category of misbehaviour.
